From the North: Take Route 93 South to Exit 15 (JFK/
Columbia Road). Turn left at the end of the exit ramp 
onto Columbia Road. Go into the rotary and take the 
fi rst right (Morrissey Boulevard). Drive ahead on 
Morrissey Blvd for 2 miles, then take a right at the 
main intersection onto Freeport Street. IBEW Local 
103 is approximately 1/4 mile ahead on your right. 

From the South: Take Route 3 North to the Express-
way (Route 93 North). Take Route 93 North to Exit 
13 (Freeport Street). Turn left at the end of the exit 
ramp onto Victory Road, then take the fi rst right 
onto Freeport Street. IBEW Local 103 is approxi-
mately 1/2 mile ahead on your right. 

From the West: Take the Mass Pike (Route 90) East 
to its end. Follow signs for Route 93 (Expressway) 
South. Take Route 93 South and follow directions 
From the North, above.
